 We hope you had the opportunity to read the pamphlet that was with our bulletins last weekend.  (If 
not, please read it.  If you did not receive one yet, they are available in the folders at the entrances of the 
church.) 
 Basically, the Strategic Pastoral Plan affects every parish in the Archdiocese of Chicago.  Cardinal 
George points out that “over the next several years, we will be paying special attention to the New Evangeliza-
tion,  looking for ways to draw those who have been baptized in the Catholic Church into a more conscious 
and deliberate commitment to live out their faith.  We will be making a special effort to reach out to our teens 
and the young people in their early stage of adulthood.” 
 Three important areas of concern which led to this planning process include Evangelization, Forma-
tion, and Parish Vitality/Finance.  Next weekend we will take a look at what they found and what it means we 
should be doing.  For now, let’s take a look at these three ways of concern and what they tell us: 

Evangelization 
 
• A perceived drift among 

many from practice of the 
faith, e.g., Sunday atten-
dance  

• Uneven commitment to the 
Church in general and to 
the parish in particular  

• A growing perception 
among many that the par-
ish is more a service deliv-
ery system than a commu-
nity of faith  

  

Formation  
 
• An uncertainty that a new 

generation or even the pre-
vious one has the tools to 
express and live out the 
faith, including: knowledge 
of doctrine or teaching, 
knowing the ways of 
prayer, and familiarity with 
principles of morality that 
direct decisions and behav-
ior  

• As one moves to younger 
and younger people in the 
Church, there is a propor-
tionate decrease in the ec-
clesial socialization or a 
sense of belonging to the 
Church  

Parish Vitality/  
Finance 
 

• Fewer and fewer people are 
supporting an increasingly 
aging infrastructure  

• Although there are shifting 
demographic needs, we do 
not have a corresponding ca-
pacity to shift our material 
resources for maximum effi-
ciency  

• The most visible, active, and 
supportive population in the 
Church is aging rapidly 
and is not being replaced 
by younger people
