Liturgical Participation 

 
 The celebration of Mass is an act of the 
whole assembly gathered for worship.  In the 
Mass, the Church is joined to this divine action 
through Baptism, which incorporates us into the 
risen Christ.  This action, which lies at “the center 
of the whole Christian life.” (General Instruction of 
the Roman Missal {GIRM}, no. 16), is initiated not 
by us but by God acting in and through the Church 
as the Body of the risen Christ.  The Liturgy is de-
signed to bring about in all those who make up the 
worshiping assembly a “participation of the faith-
ful, namely in body and in mind, a participation 
fervent with faith, hope, and charity” (GIRM, no. 
18).  To the extent that we are able to participate 
in this way, the work of redemption becomes per-
sonally effective for each of us.  By such participa-
tion we make the actions and prayers of the Lit-
urgy our own; we enter more fully into our per-
sonal communion with Christ’s redeeming act and 
perfect worship. 
 “In the celebration of Mass the faithful 
form a  holy people, a people of God’s own pos-
session and a royal priesthood, so that they may 
give thanks to God and offer the unblemished sac-
rificial Victim not only by means of the hands of 
the priest but also together with him, and so that 
they may learn to offer their very selves.  They 
should, moreover, take care to show this by their 
deep religious sense and their charity toward 
brothers and sisters who participate with them in 
the same celebration,… Moreover, they are to 
form one body, whether in hearing the word of 
God, or in taking part in the prayers and in the 
singing, or above all by the common offering of 
the Sacrifice and by a participating together at the 
Lord’s table” (GIRM, nos. 95,96).   
 The participation of each person in the 
Liturgy is important.  Each person needs to do his 
or her part.

The Solemnity of the  
Assumption of the  

Blessed Virgin Mary  
 

Tomorrow, the Church celebrates 
the solemnity of the Assumption of 

the Blessed Virgin Mary. On this day we commemo-
rate the bodily entry of Mary into heaven. This belief 
was declared as dogma of the Church by Pope Pius 
XXII in 1950. 
 Mary, as the first disciple of the Lord, the 
one who’s great yes opened the doors of salvation 
to the world has always been held as a model of the 
Church.  As a model of discipleship and faith, her 
surrender to God’s will gives us a pattern for our 
own lives of faith. As a model of the Church, her life 
gives us hope in the future promise of glory given to 
us at our Baptism. 
 The preface to the Eucharistic Prayer for 
today’s Mass reminds us that Mary was “taken up 
into heaven to be the beginning and the pattern of 
the Church in its perfection.”  In other words, Mary’s 
Assumption is our destiny as faithful followers of her 
Son! As disciples of Christ and as members of his 
Body the Church, we have a place at the heavenly 
banquet at the end of time when Christ returns to 
establish completely the kingdom of God. This is 
what is meant by saying that Mary is the image of 
the perfected Church—all the faithful, gathered from 
every time, nation, language, and way of life, forever 
gathered around the table of the Lamb, singing that 
hymn of endless life and praise!
